[bookmark: _GoBack]Principles and method of taking steps in the procedure to confer a doctoral degree and of determining the fee for the procedure at the Institute of Geological Sciences, Polish Academy of Sciences
Chapter I
General
§ 1 
1. The right of the Institute of Geological Sciences, Polish Academy of Sciences, to confer doctoral degrees is pursued by the Scientific Council of the Institute.
2. As part of the procedure to confer doctoral degrees, with the exceptions stipulated in the rules, the Scientific Council of the Institute adopts resolutions with an absolute majority of votes with the presence of at least half of its members, including chairperson or deputy chairperson. Members of the Scientific Council of the Institute of Geological Sciences, Polish Academy of Sciences, holding the title of professor, doktor habilitowany (post-doctoral degree) or rights equivalent to rights resulting from the degree of doktor habilitowany are entitled to vote.
3. A supervisor or supervisors and an auxiliary supervisor or auxiliary supervisors who are also members of the Scientific Council of the Institute of Geological Sciences, Polish Academy of Sciences, are excluded from participation in activities taken by the Council as part of the procedure to confer a doctoral degree to a candidate whose doctoral dissertation was prepared under their scientific supervision.

4) Act on the Polish Academy of Sciences of 30 April 2010 (Journal of Laws of 2019, item 1183 as amended),
5) Regulation of the Minister of Science and Higher Education of 21 September 2018 regarding doctoral diplomas, post-doctoral diplomas and doctoral cards (Journal of Laws of 2018, item 1837 as amended).
6) Rules of GeoPlanet Doctoral School of 28 April 2023
7) Rules of the Scientific Council of the Institute of Geological Sciences, Polish 	Academy of Sciences, of 17 June 2021
§ 2
1. Whenever the Procedure makes a reference to:
1) Act - it should be understood as the Law on Higher Education and Science act of 20 July 2018 (Journal of Laws of 2023, item 742 as amended);
2) SC - it should be understood as the Scientific Council of the Institute of Geological Sciences, Polish Academy of Sciences;
3) committee - it should be understood as a doctoral committee taking steps as part of the procedure to confer a doctoral degree;
4) PQF committee - it should be understood as the committee appointed to verify learning outcomes for qualifications at level 8 of the Polish Qualifications Framework;
5) candidate - it should be understood as a person who applies for a doctoral degree to be granted to them;
6) dissertation - it should be understood as a doctoral dissertation;
7) BIN - it should be understood as the Scientific Information Office of the Institute of Geological Sciences, Polish Academy of Sciences;
8) RDN - it should be understood as the Scientific Excellence Council (Rada Doskonałości Naukowej);
9) BIP - it should be understood as the Public Information Bulletin of the Institute of Geological Sciences, Polish Academy of Sciences.
Chapter II
Procedure to confer a doctoral degree by the Institute of Geological Sciences, Polish Academy of Sciences
§ 3 
“Appointment and change of supervisor”
1. The appointment and change of a supervisor, supervisors or an auxiliary supervisor in case of a candidate who would like to obtain a doctoral degree and has completed their education at a doctoral school are governed by the Rules of GeoPlanet Doctoral School.
2. For candidates who would like to obtain the doctoral degree extramurally, prior to filing an application for the instigation of the doctoral procedure, they should file an application with the Scientific Council for appointment of a supervisor or supervisors and a supervisor and an auxiliary supervisor with the proposed candidate(s) for such supervisor(s). An outline of a doctoral dissertation or a doctoral dissertation should be enclosed with the application.
3. Candidates may request that their supervisor be changed. An application for the change of supervisor filed with the Scientific Council should include a justification and proposal of a candidate to be a new supervisor.
4. The proposed candidate should file a declaration regarding the absence of impediment mentioned in Article 190(6) of the Act and regarding the absence of a disciplinary penalty referred to in Article 276(1)(4) of the Act with the chairperson of the Scientific Council.
5. An application for appointment or change of supervisor is to be considered at the next meeting of the Scientific Council occurring within at least 14 days from the date of the application.
6. The supervisor is appointed or changed by the Scientific Council. The decision of the Scientific Council takes the form of a resolution adopted in a secret vote.
7. The chairperson of the Scientific Council immediately addresses the candidate in the following cases: 
1) when the person proposed to be the supervisor does not get the support of the Scientific Council,
2) if there are circumstances that make it impossible to continue holding the supervisor’s function,
3) In case of a written resignation of the supervisor from their function filed with the justification with the chairperson of the Scientific Council
if the candidate’s application for appointing the supervisor has been filed as chosen by the candidate with the indication of a new supervisor or application for appointment of the supervisor by the Scientific Council. If two or more supervisors supervised the dissertation, the candidate may waive the appointment of a new supervisor. A written statement on the waiver of the option to appoint a new supervisor is filed by the candidate with the chairperson of the Scientific Council.
8. If the supervisor is changed, after appointment by the Scientific Council, the new supervisor completes, within 30 days from appointment, the documentation of the procedure to confer the doctoral degree referred to in §4(3)(1).
9. The provisions of sections 3-8 apply appropriately also to appointment and change of auxiliary supervisor.
10. A person with respect to whom there are reasonable doubts if they are impartial, in particular a person who is the candidate’s spouse or a person with whom the candidate runs a common household, is the candidate’s relative or is in a relationship of consanguinity up to the second degree or in an adoptive, guardianship or custody relationship with the candidate, may not be a supervisor or auxiliary supervisor.
§ 4 
“Instigation of the procedure”
1. The procedure to confer a doctoral degree is instigated at the request of a candidate filed with the Scientific Council via the Scientific Information Office. A model application is given in Attachment No. 1.
2. An application for instigation of the procedure for conferring the doctoral degree should include:
1) candidate’s first name, last name, mailing address and email address;
2) title of doctoral dissertation, first and last name, degree and affiliation of the candidate’s supervisor or supervisors;
3) declaration that the enclosed doctoral dissertation was not used as a basis for requesting the conferring of the doctoral degree in another procedure;
4) specification of the method of preparing the doctoral dissertation (doctoral school or extramural studies);
5) consent to personal data processing for the purposes of the procedure to confer the doctoral degree;
3. The following documents should be attached to the application for instigation of the procedure:
1) a positive opinion by the supervisor or supervisors;
2) four printed copies and a digital version of the dissertation in PDF format compliant with the hard copy;
3) printout of an anti-plagiarism report from the Uniform Anti-Plagiarism System approved by the supervisor;
4) a scientific article or a scientific monograph which meets the requirements given in Article 186(1)(3) of the Act,
5) a copy of a diploma confirming qualifications defined in Article 186(1)(1) of the Act or, in case of candidates who are graduates of first-cycle studies or students who have completed their third year of long-cycle master’s studies - a copy of a diploma of graduation from first-cycle studies or of a certificate confirming completion of the third year of long-cycle master’s studies, respectively;
6) documents confirming command of a modern foreign language at least at B2 level of proficiency (a certificate copy, a diploma of graduation from studies or an examination record);
7) a certificate or another document confirming completion of education at a doctoral school in case of candidates who have prepared the dissertation in the mode of doctoral student education;
8) for candidates who have not completed their education at a doctoral school, a positive opinion of the PQF committee confirming learning outcomes for level 8 of the Polish Qualifications Framework.
4. If a candidate does not have documents confirming their command of a modern foreign language at least at level B2, the learning outcomes in this language will be confirmed by way of a language examination before the examination Council appointed by the Scientific Council.
5. If a publication included in the dissertation has many authors, the candidate should also attach a certificate confirming their individual contribution to the publication, including estimated percentage contribution, and declarations of other co-authors defining individual contribution of each of them to the creation of this publication, including estimated percentage contribution. If a publication has more than five co-authors, declarations by at least four co-authors should be attached. Such declarations should be attached to each publication included in the dissertation which has more authors.
6. Candidates are released from the obligation to attach the co-author’s declaration if the co-author is dead, has been declared dead or has suffered a permanent health impairment due to which it is impossible to obtain such a declaration or in a different justified case when it is not possible to obtain such a declaration
7. The Scientific Information Office verifies if an application is complete and whether the candidate meets formal conditions given in Article 186(1)(1-3) or in Article 186(2) of the Act and submits the information to the chairperson of the Scientific Council.
8. If an application is incomplete, the chairperson of the Scientific Council summons the 	candidate to supplement the application within at least 7 days of the date of service with
the instruction that if deficits are not supplemented, the application will not be considered.
9. If a candidate who does not meet the conditions specified in Article 186(1)(1-3) of the Act, Article 186(2) of the Act or the condition referred to in Article 189(1) second sentence of the Act, the Scientific Council decides to refuse to instigate the procedure to confer a doctoral degree. The decision may be appealed against to the Scientific Excellence Council within 7 days of its service. Appeal is to be filed via the Scientific Council.
§ 5 
“Doctoral dissertation”
1. The dissertation may be filed in Polish or in English.
2. The first pages of the dissertation should have the formatting as specified in Attachment No. 2.
3. The dissertation must include an abstract in English and if the dissertation is written in English, it should also include an abstract in Polish. 
4. The subject matter of the dissertation should be an original solution to a scientific problem, an original solution in the scope of application of outcomes of author’s scientific research. The dissertation may be a written thesis, including a scientific monograph, a collection of published and thematically associated scientific articles. It is permitted that, as a written thesis, the dissertation should partly comprise published papers and partly not yet published papers.
5. For a dissertation which is a collection of thematically linked scientific articles or an independent and separate part of an anthology, the dissertation should be preceded by a written discussion of the principal theses, research methods used, outcomes and conclusions (of a volume of up to 10,000 words).
§ 6 
“Doctoral committee - appointment and composition”
1. As part of the procedure to confer a doctoral degree, steps are taken by a committee appointed by way of a resolution of the Scientific Council separately for each procedure.
2. The committee is appointed at the meeting of the Scientific Council taking place at least 14 days after the date of filing an application for instigating the procedure to confer a doctoral degree.
3. The committee should have at least 7 members appointed by the Scientific Council. The final number of committee members should be determined by the Scientific Council and it should be an odd number. In particular, the Scientific Council appoints:
1) chairperson of the committee;
2) three reviewers;
3) at least three committee members.
4. A reviewer of a doctoral dissertation may be a person who has at least a post-doctoral degree (doktor habilitowany) and is not an employee of the Institute of Geological Sciences, Polish Academy of Sciences, or a person who does not meet this condition and is an employee of a foreign university or scientific institution if the Scientific Council finds that the person has considerable achievements in scientific issues pertaining to the doctoral dissertation.
5. The following persons may not be reviewers:
1) co-author of scientific papers written in collaboration with the candidate;
2) a person who participated or participates together with the candidate in research teams pursuing projects funded as part of domestic or foreign contests;
3) a person who has carried out or carries out scientific work in scientific institutions together with the candidate;
4) if there is a relationship of direct professional superiority between the reviewer and the candidate;
5) if there are other circumstances defined, in particular, in Article 24 of the Polish Administrative Procedure Code.
6. Individuals with the title of professor or a post-doctoral degree (doktor habilitowany) may be committee members.
7. Each member of the Scientific Council who has the title of professor or a post-doctoral degree (doktor habilitowany), except for the supervisor or auxiliary supervisor, may propose candidates to become committee members,
8. The Scientific Council appoints committee members based on the number of candidates with specific functions.
9. Committee members file written declarations to the chairperson of the Scientific Council, as given in attachment No. 3, that a disciplinary penalty referred to in Article 276(1)(4) of the Act has not been imposed on them.
10. If any committee member is unable to continue holding the function, their substitute is appointed at the next meeting of the Scientific Council. The provisions of sections 4-9 apply accordingly.
§ 7 
“Mode of Committee’s operation”
1. Meetings of the Committee are recorded in minutes.
2. It is possible to organise meetings of the committee with the use of electronic systems when, due to the situation, it is not possible to summon the meeting with the direct participation of committee members.
3. Resolutions of the committee may be adopted using means of electronic communication which guarantee that the vote will be secret.
4. The committee makes decisions in open votes with the ordinary majority of votes in the presence of at least half of its members. A secret vote may be ordered at the request of a committee member.
5. Committee meetings are convened and chaired by the chairperson of the committee.
6. The committee has the following duties:
1) assessment of an anti-plagiarism report;
2) preparing recommendations for the Scientific Council regarding admission of the candidate to the defence of their doctoral dissertation;
3) preparing a draft resolution to confer or to refuse to confer a doctoral degree.
7. The Committee has the right to summon a candidate to its meeting. In particular, the candidate may be summoned to provide clarifications if:
1) an anti-plagiarism report is unfavourable to them;
2) there are doubts as to statements by the candidate and co-authors if the dissertation takes the form specified in §3(2).
8. The committee prepares recommendations regarding the admission of the candidate to the defence of their doctoral dissertation within 30 days of the receipt of all reviews and anti-plagiarism report.
9. Resolutions of the committee and minutes are signed by the chairperson of the 	committee.
10. The committee’s recommendation regarding admission of the candidate to the defence of the dissertation may include an application to the Scientific Council to distinguish the dissertation if at least one reviewer so requests.
11. In the event of two negative reviews of the dissertation, the chairperson of the committee immediately notifies the chairperson of the Scientific Council. The Scientific Council issues a decision to refuse to admit the candidate to the defence of the dissertation along with justification as per the committee’s recommendation.
12. If a decision is issued to refuse to admit the candidate to the defence of the dissertation, the candidate has the right to complain to the Scientific Excellence Council. The candidate may file a complaint via the Scientific Council within 7 days of the date of service of the decision to the candidate.
13. Administrative and technical service is provided to the committee by the Scientific 	Information Office.
§ 8 
“Reviewers and reviews”
1. An agreement to prepare a review is signed with reviewers.
2. Reviewers prepare their reviews of the doctoral dissertation within two months from the
date of service.
3. Reviews in Polish or in English are filed on paper and in digital form to the chairperson of the committee via the Scientific Information Office.
4. A review should specify in detail the justified evaluation of compliance of the PhD dissertation with the conditions specified in Article 187(1-2) of the Act. If the doctoral dissertation is a compilation of published and thematically related scientific articles, which include articles written by several authors, the review should also include the assessment of candidate’s individual contribution to the dissertation,
5. The review should be concluded with an express positive or negative opinion regarding admission of the candidate to the defence of the dissertation.
6. The review may include a request that the dissertation should be distinguished by the 	Scientific Council.
§ 9 
“Admission to defence”
1. The chairperson of the committee is invited by the chairperson of the Scientific Council to the meeting of the Scientific Council during which the admission of the candidate to the defence of the doctoral dissertation is to be decided. The chairperson of the Scientific Council may also invite other committee members and the candidate and their supervisor or supervisors.
2. The chairperson of the committee or another member of the committee appointed by them presents the recommendation of the committee regarding the admission of the candidate to the defence of the dissertation to the Scientific Council.
3. The Scientific Council makes a decision regarding admission of the candidate to the defence by way of a resolution adopted in a secret vote with an absolute majority of votes with the presence of at least half of the total number of persons entitled to vote.
4. The Scientific Council decides to admit the candidate or to refuse to admit them and the decision is delivered to the candidate.
5. The date of public defence is announced not earlier than
1) 30 days before the publication of the dissertation, its abstracts and all reviews in the Public Information Bulletin;
2) 10 days from the publication of information on the date, place and mode of defence organisation in the Public Information Bulletin.
6. In case of a doctoral dissertation on the topic which is a legally protected secret, only reviews are shared with the exclusion of secret content.
§ 10
“Defence of the dissertation”
1. Dissertation defence is public. However, if the doctoral dissertation covers a legally protected secret, the defence is held behind closed doors, without an audience.
2. The defence is in Polish or in English. The chairperson of the committee chooses the language of defence.
3. The defence is recorded in minutes. The minutes are signed by the recording clerk and 	the chairperson of the committee.
4. At least half of committee members, including at least one reviewer and supervisor, participate in the doctoral dissertation defence. The attendance of committee members via means of electronic communication is permitted.
5. The following course of the defence is agreed:
1) presentation of the candidate’s profile by the supervisor;
2) presentation of the principal assumptions and outcome of the dissertation by the candidate;
3) presentation of the review by reviewers and, if the reviewer is absent, reading the entire review by the chairperson of the committee or by a person designated by them;
4) presentation of the candidate’s stance on the review;
5) open discussion;
6. Upon the completion of the defence, the committee adopts resolutions during the meeting behind closed doors in secret votes with the ordinary majority of votes. These resolutions concern recommendation of the Scientific Council to accept the defence, confer a doctoral degree and distinguish the dissertation if at least one reviewer so requests.
7. If the defence of the doctoral dissertation takes place as specified in section 4 sentence 2, the chairperson is authorised to sign original documents on behalf of the committee.
8. The Scientific Council decides to accept the defence and confer the doctoral degree by way of adopting a resolution requested by the committee.
9. The Scientific Council may pass a resolution to decree that the dissertation is extraordinary if a relevant request has been given in the committee’s recommendation.
10. Upon adoption of the resolution of the Scientific Council regarding the conferring of the doctoral degree, the candidate takes a doctoral vow before the Scientific Council as given in Attachment 4.
11. In accordance with the resolution referred to in section 8, the chairperson of the Scientific Council signs a decision to confer a doctoral degree or a decision to refuse to confer the degree, The resolution to refuse to confer the degree should come with a justification.
12. A decision to refuse to grant the degree may be appealed against to the Scientific Excellence Council. The time limit for filing an appeal is 30 days from the date when the decision has been served.
13. Following the procedure finalised with the conferred degree, the candidate receives a doctoral diploma in accordance with the graphic model given in Attachment No. 5. 
§ 11
“Joint and dual (cotutelle) degrees”
1. If the procedure to confer the doctoral degree is conducted jointly with or as a dual degree with another higher education institution, another institute of the Polish Academy of Sciences or another research institute, including foreign entities, the Parties conclude a written agreement which may define the following, in particular:
1) additional conditions for admitting the candidate to the defence of the dissertation, except for those given in § 4;
2) other composition and method of appointing the committee as referred to in §7;
3) other course of the defence of the doctoral dissertation.
2. An agreement may be signed after obtaining an approval of the Scientific Council.
§ 12 
“Determination of a fee for the procedure”
1. No fees are charged for the procedure to confer a doctoral degree in the mode of PhD student education in the doctoral school.
2. A fee is charged for the procedure to confer a doctoral degree extramurally. The component parts of the fee are the following: (1) remuneration for the supervisor or supervisors, auxiliary supervisor and reviewers in the amount defined in Article 184 of the Act; (2) fees for the issue of a copy, duplicate or for certification of a doctoral diploma in the amount given in secondary legislation to Article 181 of the Act; (3) costs of delegating committee members who are necessary for the procedure to confer a doctoral degree, up to the amount defined in accordance with secondary legislation pursuant to Article 775 of the Polish Labour Code of 26 June 1974.
3. The final amount of the fee, method and date of payment are given in the agreement to carry out the procedure to confer the doctoral degree which is concluded with the head of the Institute of Geological Sciences, Polish Academy of Sciences, with the candidate or the institution which finances the costs of the procedure, within 14 days of the appointment of the committee.
4. Candidates may be exempted from fee payment entirely or partly upon a justified request addressed to the head of the Institute of Geological Sciences, Polish Academy of Sciences, filed at least 14 days before the expiry of the payment term defined in the agreement referred to in section 3.
5. The head of the Institute of Geological Sciences, Polish Academy of Sciences, decides 	about exemption from the fee.
6. Fees are not charged from candidates who are academic staff members and whose primary workplace is the Institute of Geological Sciences, Polish Academy of Sciences.
